SoTL Spotlight

This month we shine a SoTL Spotlight on Dr. Amy Gruss of the
Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering for her
$200,000 NSF grant, “Developing Perspective-Taking in First-Year
Engineering Students Using Arts-Based Observation.” Her
research, in partnership with Dr. Tripp Shealy of Virginia Tech,
examines students’ development of perspective-taking and critical
observation skills as they tour the Zuckerman Museum of Art using
guided observation techniques. Students then incorporate what
they learn into their design projects with the purpose of
understanding stakeholders' needs. According to Dr. Gruss,
